P arish Registration

Parish membership is open to all Catholics who reside within the
territory of St. Mark Church Parish and other Catholics with permission
of the respective local Pastor. St. Mark parish boundaries include
generally the areas south of LA Highway 931, west of George Rouyea
Road, and north and east of Airline Highway. If in doubt, please call the
parish office for information. Registration involves the completion of a
parish census form. New parishioners are asked to come by the parish
office to complete a census form or call and one will be mailed to you.

S acrament of Matrimony

Couples planning to be married are required to contact the parish office
at least six months prior to their planned wedding date. No wedding date
can be set before the initial preparatory meeting. Preparation is required
prior to the wedding. Please contact the parish office for more details.

S acrament of Baptism

Parents wishing to have their child baptized must complete baptismal
preparation prior to the date of baptism. Baptisms are celebrated on the
first Sunday of the month after the 11:00 A.M. Mass. Please contact the
parish office during the early days of pregnancy for details on baptism
preparation. Sponsors for Baptism must be baptized, confirmed and
practicing Catholics. Please consult with the parish office before
choosing sponsors and/or Christian witnesses concerning requirements
for these roles.

I nterested in Joining the Catholic Faith?

Sessions are held each Wednesday evening at 6:00 P.M. for those adults
who are not yet baptized or baptized in another Christian faith who may
be interested in joining the Catholic faith. The RCIA (Rite of Christian
Initiation of Adults) is a process of conversion which leads to the
initiation sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist, and Confirmation. If
interested, please call the parish office for more information.

Christian Burial

Families should contact the parish office as soon as possible prior to
making other funeral arrangements.

P astoral Care of the Sick

Emergency calls are made immediately. Communion is brought to the
homebound by one of the Eucharistic ministers each weekend. Families
are asked to contact the parish office to make arrangements for
communion to the homebound. Please contact the parish office in
regards to those who are seriously ill or hospitalized.

R eligious Education

Our Parish School of Religion (PSR) provides religious education and
Sacramental preparation for students attending public or non-Catholic
private schools, grades 1-12. Classes are held each summer or through
home schooling. Other adult education programs and classes are held
during the year.
